XRAY AND ULTRASOUND LEFT KNEE

CLINICAL NOTES: Sudden onset swelling and pain after long walk, ? tendon injury or bursitis.
XRAY
Moderately severe osteoarthrosis of left knee.
No acute fracture, dislocation or suspicious lesion.
There is suprapatellar recess effusion.
ULTRASOUND
FINDINGS:
There is a moderate sized suprapatellar effusion.
The quadriceps and patellar tendon are intact.
There are degenerative changes of the medial and lateral joint lines.
The medial and lateral collateral ligaments are intact.
The pes anserinus and bursa are normal in appearance without any focal tenderness.
The biceps femoris is intact.
ITB bursa hypoechoic and vascular without tenderness.
No Baker's cyst.
CONCLUSION:
Signs of degenerative disease to the knee.
Moderate suprapatellar recess effusion.
